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PARTNERSHIP AND COOPERATION AGREEMENT
between the European Economic Senate
and All-Ukrainian Public Organization
“Association of Taxpayers of Ukraine”

The European Economic Senate (EES) represented by President Ingo Friedrich and
CEO Michael Jaeger
and

All-Ukrainian Public Organization “Association of Taxpayers of Ukraine” (ATU)
represented by President Grigol Katamadze, hereinafter jointly referred to as the
“Parties” and individually the “Party”

having desire to establish cooperation based on the principles of mutual benefit, equal
partnership and mutual assistance in protecting the taxpayer’s rights and legitimate
interests in the economic, legal, social and other spheres of their activities,

expansion of international relations, promotion of effective attraction of domestic and
foreign investments in the economy of Ukraine

supporting Ukraine in its reform efforts, establishing the right contacts and creating a
framework for foreign direct investment (FDI) in Ukraine,

building trust, including legal certainty and protection of property rights, support and
promotion of the export activities of the members of each Party,

having regard to the Parties' desire to join forces to improve the economic environment
for entrepreneurs and companies in national, European countries,

considering the desire of social responsibility to the state and society of its members who
think and act outside national borders, markets and their own business interests, and
participate in politics, business and society

have concluded this Partnership and Cooperation Agreement (hereinafter — the
“Agreement”).

ARTICLE 1
The Parties confirm that the Agreement meets their statutory goals, objectives and

key activities.

ARTICLE 2
The Parties will cooperate in the areas of exchange of practical experience to
provide policy makers in Europe, national governments and parliaments with the
knowledge and experience of their members as consultants, thereby supporting the
national and European economy, acting in the public interest.

ARTICLE 3
The Parties will endeavor to promote the formation of a positive public image of
entrepreneurs through a role model in order to protect against an increase in the tax
burden on the State and to prevent unjustified harassment by regulatory authorities.

ARTICLE 4
The Parties will facilitate cooperation and exchange of experience between their
members in national, European countries and will give their economic competence to the
cooperation partners.

ARTICLE 5
The Parties agree to offer and provide relevant information for interviews,
statements and reports to media representatives.

ARTICLE 6
The Parties will pay attention to protection of rights and legal interests of taxpayers
in economic, legal, social and other spheres at national and international levels, and will
promote spread of professional and humanitarian contacts with representatives of other
countries, global and regional international organizations.

ARTICLE 7
The European Economic Senate will use its capabilities and authority to enhance
the prestige of Ukraine, as well as the status of Ukrainian entrepreneurship as a fair
business partner in Europe and European institutions.

ARTICLE 8
Taxpayers Association of Ukraine will use its capabilities and authority to protect
the rights and interests of European investors in Ukraine as national taxpayers.

ARTICLE 9
The parties will regularly hold joint conferences, meetings, workshops,
roundtables, etc., with the involvement of specialists and experts in various fields of
common interest.
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ARTICLE 10
The Parties will strive to maintain a common position and cooperate in the process
of preparing and submitting proposals in Ukraine and the European Institutions on draft
legal acts on the protection of the rights and legal interests of taxpayers in the economic,
legal, social and other spheres of their activity.

ARTICLE 11
The Parties will regularly consult and inform each other about planned or
implemented unilateral measures, which may affect the implementation of provisions of
this Agreement.

ARTICLE 12
The Parties grant their members the right to obtain information, to join and to
receive all the services of each Party and their subsidiaries, offices, projects, working
groups and commissions, under the general or special conditions of each Party. The
Parties will determine the contact persons as the direct personal contact of the Members
of the Parties to provide or coordinate the desired services.

ARTICLE 13

The Parties shall promote each other's activities in national, European countries at
national and international levels, providing possible consultative, expert and partner
support within their respective competences and statutory activities by providing access
to information, expert and advisory and partner resources. To this end, the Parties shall
jointly set up an International Expert Advisory Board as a joint line of activity and a base
of experts and consultants who can provide support to the activities and protection of the
rights and interests of taxpayers - members of the Parties - at national and international
levels.

ARTICLE 14
The Agreement takes effect upon its signing and will be valid for 5 (five) years.
This Agreement is automatically extended for the next five years, unless either Party 3
(three) months before the expiry notifies the other of its intention to terminate the
Agreement. This Agreement may be terminated prematurely at any time at the initiative
of either Party by notice to the other Party 3 (three) months prior to the date of such early
termination.
ARTICLE 15
The signing of this agreement does not create any financial burden or obligation. It
13, however, a clear expression of the will and the desire of both parties to deepen their
cooperation. Additional minutes and changes to this Agreement will be considered an
integral part thereof.
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Done in the city of Kyiv on February 21, 2020 in duplicate in Ukrainian and
English languages, both texts being equally authentic.
